
SEACARE HEALTH SERVICES 
 
Each year, SeaCare Health Services provides access to health care to uninsured individuals who 
live in the Town of Newton.  Services were accessed by 59 residents, which included:  
 

 Forty-seven (47) participants from Newton received care from our medical access 
programs, which include primary/specialty care, laboratory work and care coordination.  
($28,869). 

 Eighty-one free prescriptions were filled through our Medication Bridge program 
($36,460). 

 Eleven Children received services through our Children’s Connection program. 
 In 2011 the value of donated care for the Town of Newton reached $65,249. 

 
Our volunteer providers have donated over $3,605,070 this year alone.  We thank them and the 
townspeople of Newton who support this agency.  As you can see, the need continues to be great 
and we are once again submitting a request for funding in the amount of $2,000 for the year 2012 
to help support the services we offer.
